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Classical Dances of India

Dance is an ancient and celebrated

cultural tradition in India. Folk dances
abound all across the country, and huge
crowds of people can be found dancing at
festivals and weddings. Dance and song
features heavily in Indian cinema (so-
called “Bollywood” films), too. But where
does Indian dance draw its roots from?

Here are six of the most important classi-

cal dance forms of India.

Nadu in southern India. It traces its origins
back to the Natyashastra, an ancient trea-
tise on theatre written by the mythic
priest Bharata. Originally a temple dance
for women, bharatanatyam often is used
to express Hindu religious stories and de-
votions. It was not commonly seen on the
public stage until the 20th century. The
dance movements are characterized by
bent legs, while feet keep rhythm. Hands
may be used in a series of mudras, or sym-
bolic hand gestures, to tell a story.

Kathakali comes from southwestern
India, around the state of Kerala. Like bha-
ratanatyam, kathakali is a religious dance.
It draws inspiration from the Ramayana
and stories from Shaiva traditions. Katha-
kali is traditionally performed by boys and
men, even for female roles. The costumes
and makeup are especially elaborate

A dance of northern India, Kathak is
often a dance of love. It is performed by
both men and women. The movements
include intricate footwork accented by
bells worn around the ankles and stylized
gestures adapted from normal body lan-
guage. It was originated by Kathakas, pro-
fessional storytellers who used a mixture
of dance, song, and drama.

Classical Dances of India

Manipuri comes from Manipur in
northeastern India. It has its roots in that
state’s folk traditions and rituals, and
often depicts scenes from the life of the
God Krishna. Unlike some of the other,
more rhythmic dances, Manipuri is char-
acterized by smooth and graceful move-
ments. Female roles are especially fluid in
the arms and hands, while male roles
tend to have more forceful movements.
The dance may be accompanied by narra-
tive chanting and choral singing.

Unlike the other styles mentioned,
kuchipudi requires talent in both danc-

ing and singing. This dance, from the state
of Andhra Pradesh in southeastern India,
is highly ritualized, with a formalized song
-and-dance introduction, sprinkling of ho-
ly water, and burning of incense, along
with invocations of goddesses. Tradition-
ally the dance was performed by men,
even the female roles, although now it is
predominantly performed by women.

Odissi is indigenous to Orissa in east-
ern India. It is predominantly a dance for
women, with postures that replicate
those found in temple sculptures. Based
on archaeological findings, odissi is be-
lived to be the oldest of the surviving Indi-
an classical dances. Odissi is a very com-
plex and expressive dance, with over fifty
mudras (symbolic hand gestures) com-

monly used.

Earth is round/spherical: Ancient
Hindus knew that the earth was round,
long before Europeans theorized the
same. If you look at Varaha avatara
(Vishnu's 3rd avatara among the 10 major
ones), the varaha or boar is lifting a round
or spherical earth.. Not a flat earth!

No wonder the Sanskrit name for Geogra-
phy is Bhu-Gola (Bhu = Earth, Gola =
round/spherical) from time immemorial!
Outside India, even today some religions
and cults are believing that earth is flat,
due to their books. Now contrast that with
the scientific temper of Hindus.

Also, the Sanskrit word for our world is
called Jagat (the one which moves) know-
ing fully well that the earth is moving all
the time!

Indians knew about Antares twin
star system: Nearly 5,000 to 7,000 years
ago ancient Indians could recognize the
15th brightest object in the sky, the Antar-
es twin star system.

This system was called Jeshta (in Sanskrit
meaning the biggest, oldest or eldest).
Now science shows us that it is the biggest
star. 40,000 times or more bigger than
earth. In fact, this Antares was wedded in-
to Indian tradition deeply. This 2 stars sys-
tem was named Arundhati and Vasishta
stars. After marriage in south India, hus-
band and wife should go out and look at
these 2 stars on wedding's night!

And this particular Twin star system is
unique. Both stars circle around each oth-
er, instead of the usual one star revolving
the other. So symbolically how a perfect
marriage should be, was demonstrated by
ancient Hindus 5000+ years ago, using a
star system, that too a perfect one in twin
rotation form, without any modern tele-
scope!

Amazing Metallurgy of India: Many
of us would have seen the iron pillar in
front of the Qutub Minar in Dilli. That's
over 1000 years old and still not rusted in
spite of empires changing, weather chang-
ing and severe pollution of the capital city.
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Indians were the first ones to describe the Fibonacci pattern of numbers.

Similarly, the Kollur Mookambika temple's
iron pillar in coastal Karnataka, where it
rains 6 to 8 months in a year, at a very high
(750 cm) level per year, has not rusted in
over 2000 years! And this was built by trib-
als of the region, and not some well known
architects of the 1st millennium BCE.

Production of Zinc in ancient In-
dia: India had the sole knowledge of Zinc
production for nearly 4000 years during our
human history. This is because Zinc is very
tricky. When you heat the ore, at
997 degree C it melts, but at 1000'C it va-
porizes. So you have only 3 degree window
to pull the Zinc out, after heating up the
ore. This must have been very difficult for
pre-modern humans. But ancient Indians
found a technique. They heated it from the

molten liquid. China stole this technique
from India after 4000 years. Then British
(William Champion) stole this from the Chi-
nese in 1543 CE.

fervor

Ganesh Chaturthi is marked by festivities
and gatherings, with children setting up
tiny altars at home or visiting temples to
worship Ganesha.

Ganesh is worshiped for his unique char-
acteristics and attributes. He is believed
to represent the deity of wisdom,
knowledge, prosperity and creative pow-
er. Ganesh is also known as remover of
obstacles in Hinduism and is closely asso-
ciated with Kartikeya (a popular God
among Hindus).
