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William Shakespeare

William Shakespeare was an English
poet and playwright, widely regarded as
the greatest writer in English language
and world's pre eminent dramatist. He is
often called England's national poet and
the "Bard of Avon". He was born on 23th
April 1564 and died on 23rd April 1616.
That is why English language day is ob-
served annually on April 23.It marks
both the birthday and the date of death
of the famed writer William Shake-
speare.

He is recognized because of his im-
mense variety of his works. Genius and
art worked together in union, and we
get objects of wonder which his plays
continue to be. He wrote 37 plays, but
all  created different impressions of
beauty, art and wisdom.

Shakespeare has been credited by
the Oxford English Dictionary by intro-
ducing almost 3000 words to English lan-
guage that were used by him. The long-
est word that Shakespeare used was
"honorificabilitudinitatibus" which was
used in the play, 'Love's Labour's Lost'
and means " invincible glorious honora-
bleness. "

Between 1585 and 1592, there is
no record of what Shakespeare was do-
ing. Historians consider these “ the lost
years” of his life, as no one knows where
he was. In the popular play Romeo and
Juliet, the word “love” appears 150
times.

When Shakespeare died in 1616 the
words ‘curse be he that moves my
bones’ were inscribed on his grave to
prevent grave robbers.

The Legends of Literature

Rabindranath Tagore

Rabindranath Tagore(1861-1941) was the
youngest son of Debendranath Tagore, a
leader of the Brahmasarpaj, which was a
new religious sect in 19" century in Ben-
gal. Tagore started an experimental school
“ Shanthiniketan” where he tried his Upani-
shadic ideals of education. Tagore was
knighted by the ruling British Government
in 1915, but with in a few years he re-
signed the honor as a protest against Jalli-
anwala Bagh incident in 1919.

Tagore went to England for higher ed-
ucation but there also, he did not like the
system of education there. Tagore has
2230 songs in his collection, which he com-
posed and they are known as “Rabindra
Sangeet”. Till today, the Bengalies sing his
composed songs with pride.

He is the only person whose songs
are used as the national anthem by not
one, but three nations. From India's 'Jan
Gan Man' to Bangladesh's 'Amar Sona
Bangla', Sri Lanka's national anthem is also
based on Tagore's poems.

He traveled to over 30 countries in
five continents in a little over five decades
in the late 19th century and the early 20th
century.

Mahatma Gandhi and Tagore shared a
special bond despite their differences and
not many people knew it was 'Gurudev'
who conferred the title 'Mahatma' on the
Father of Nation.

In 1913, he became the first Indian
and the first non-European to be awarded
the coveted Nobel Prize for Literature after
the publication of his acclaimed collection
of poems, Geetanjali.
