Verghese Kurien

Verghese Kurien, known as the “Father
of the White Revolution” in India,was a
social entrepreneur whose “billion-litre
idea”,made dairy farming India’s largest
self-sustaining industry. He was born on
26™ November 1921 at Calicut, Kerala in
a Syrian Christian family. His father was a
civil surgeon in Cochin. He graduated in
physics from Loyola college, Madras in
1940 and then obtained his bachelors in
mechanical engineering from the Univer-
sity of Madras. He also studied at Tata
steel technical institute, Jamshedpur,
after which he went to US to pursue
Masters.

Kurien came back from the US and was
immediately assigned to work at Anand
in Gujarat's Kaira district in 1949. He had
made up his mind to quit but was per-
suaded to stay by Tribhuvandas Patel,
who had brought together farmers as a
union to process and sell milk procured
by them. So, he stayed. His ground-
breaking work prompted then Prime
Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri to establish
the National Dairy Development Board
(NDDB) in 1965 to expand the coopera-
tive programme to all corners of the
country. Kurien was named chairman of
the organization. In 1979, he founded
the institute of Rural Management in
Anand (IRMA) to groom managers for
the cooperatives. Kurien also chaired

Viksit Bharat foundation, a body set up
by the president. Kurien was mentioned
by the Ashoka foundation as one of the
eminent present-day social entrepre-
neurs. His ‘operation flood’ is the world's
biggest agriculture development pro-
gram.

The Operation transformed India
from a milk-lacking nation to the largest
milk producer in the world, surpassing
the US in 1998 and with 17% of global
output in 2010-11. He also made the
country self-reliant in edible oils. The
work of Kurien and his team in India took
the country from a milk importing nation
to a milk products exporting nation with
in 2 decades. He founded 30 institutions,
which are owned by farmers.

“Each time a woman stands up for
herself, she stands up for all women.” Ru-
ma Devi’s story as a woman artisan reflects
such essence and vision of life. As a girl
child, Ruma Devi’s life has been an ardu-
ous journey with various challenging situa-
tions. She lost her mother at the tender age
of four years and with her father remarry-
ing,She was then raised by her paternal un-
cle. Later, she had to drop out of
school in class 8th and spend .
time in household chores and
fetch water in a bullock cart for —
the family from a well at a dis-
tance of 8-10kms. When she got
married at the age of seventeen
years, life was even more chal-|
lenging with the unstable finan-
cial condition of her husband’s &
family.

Although life was harsh, she
spurned to accept that limited re-
sources and opportunities at
home were her destiny. And she conveyed
her strong wish to bolster her family finan-
cially after the marriage. Being a school
dropout, embroidery is the only skill she
had acquired from her grandmother which
she made her solidarity to battle against all
the odds of the society. Determined to turn
her only skill into her source of income, in
2006, Ruma Devi established a self-help
group after convincing 10 women from her
village. Initially, with a contribution of Rs
100 from each woman, they bought cloth,
threads, and plastic wrappers for making
cushions and bags. Fortunately, they found
customers in the same village and that aug-
mented her to scale up the production.
Thus, she began her tremendous journey as
a woman artisan.

Her constant determination and conviction
enabled her acquaintance with GVCS
(Gramin Vikas Chetna Sansthan) in 2008
and eventually her vision to empower the

women artisans was recognized and made
her the President of GVCS in 2010.
With increasing responsibilities as Presi-
dent of GVCS, the main challenges faced
by Ruma Devi while encouraging women
of her region are from the customs of male-
dominated society like the “Purdah” system
which limits women strictly to their homes.
In addition to this, the Policy Commission
of India declared Barmer district
= "as one of the most backward re-
~ . gions of India. Despite the lim-
\ ~ 1ted resources of the region and
social constraints, Ruma Devi
with her strong will power rose
| against all the boundaries, came
¥ out of her home, and made an
; 'g identity of her own. In the history
~ of her region, for the first time, a
woman did all the marketing of
the handicraft products and
achieved immense success. As
‘ the fashion industry is evolving,
durmg that time getting into the fashion
world was a matter of major concern for
Ruma Devi. But with sheer courage and de-
termination, Ruma Devi approached fa-
mous designers who acknowledged her
work, talent and introduced her to the fash-
ion world. In Rajasthan Heritage Week of
2016, for the first time Ruma Devi earned
an opportunity to showcase her collections
on the ramp, shinning out of all her adver-
sities, she became an inspiration for many
women of her region.
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Acknowledging the talent of Ruma Devi,
various designers and organizations ap-
proached her for handmade products.
Gradually, she began developing her pro-
duction on a large scale and created a vari-
ety of products in different categories
broadening the scope of her reach in the
fashion industry. This enabled many na-
tional and international designers to reach
out to the women artisans of GVCS and
associate with them for handmade pro-
duction. Ruma Devi’s constant efforts and
consistency in promoting the products na-
tionally and internationally helped many
women artisans of her region to get recog-
nized for their talent and as well as earn
their living.

Along with developing herself, Ruma Devi
changed the lives of 22,000 women of 75
villages through GVCS, by conducting con-
stant training sessions and supporting
them to earn their own living through
their talents. Various seminars were also
organized by her on subjects like, female
feticide, suicide prevention and women
empowerment to encourage women of
her region to rise above the prevailing so-
cial constraints. Her hard work, determina-
tion, and vision were acknowledged and
honored by “NariShakti Award 2018” pre-
sented to her by the President of India on
International Women’s Day on 8th March
2019. In the same year, she also won the
“Designer of the Year” award on 15th July
2019 and celebrated as one of the famous
designers of India. Appreciating Ruma De-
vi’s inspirational journey, she was invited
to the special episode “Karamveer” in
Kaun Banega Crorepati, on 6th September
2019. In the show, she was presented with
the prestigious title “Karamveer” by the

renowned actor, Mr. Amitabh Bachchan,
and in the presence of famous actress So-
nakshi Sinha, for her commendable dedi-
cation for the betterment of the society. |
She was invited by Harvard University,
Boston, U.S. as a panelist in its 17th all In-
dia conference.

An epitome and initiator of progress,
Ruma Devi has been effective in enabling
constant earnings for the artisans and
their families. Her plan of action in the
field of development has won her basic
approval at the national and worldwide
levels and has helped many women arti-
sans to connect to new customers. A cru-
sader for equity Ruma Devi today is the
face of women empowerment and her
story has roused various other ladies to
stand up and question male predomi-
nance. Today, through GVCS, Ruma Devi
promises a better future for the women
and children of Barmer. She is the lady
who learned to leave her dreams through
constant efforts and supported many oth-
er women like her to do the same. She is
one among the most honored and cele-
brated designers of today, known for her
talent, determination, and courage. “She
believed she could, so she did.”
